The third level of development of integration processes — interaction at the level of parties and
organizations, social groups and individuals from different countries — can be defined as a social and
political one. Fourth level — is the level of the actual integration group as an economic community,
with its characteristics and peculiarities. It was noted that today is used by political science approaches
to the study of integration. It is important to the following principles: federalism, functionalism, com-
municative approach, and others.
