Political and Institutional Obstacles and Risks to the compLetion of
Democratic Transition and European Integration and Ways of Overcoming Them:
The exceptional Case of Ukraine in the Context of Other European Countries

The article examines the phenomenon of “never-ending” political transition and the obstacles and
risks associated with completing democratic transformation and European integration in countries of
East-Central, South-Eastern, and Eastern Europe, with a focus on Ukraine. The study examines the
process of political transition, which entails a shift in the type of political regime. It finds that this
transition does not always result in the establishment of a fully-fledged democracy or autocracy. In-
stead, it frequently results in a state of continuous transformation. Accordingly, the study has two main
objectives. The first is to examine the theoretical and empirical aspects of the seemingly endless polit-
ical transition. The second objective is to identify the key factors influencing the dynamics of political
and institutional factors of political regime change. In particular, the case of Ukraine is examined. The
study employs a comparative analysis approach, integrating modernization, democratization, transito-
logical, and institutional perspectives. It also utilizes empirical data from international democracy
rankings, including “Freedom in the World”, “Nations in Transit”, and “V-Dem”, to inform its find-
ings. The article considers a number of potential scenarios for political transitions, including democra-
tization, autocratization, and hybrid forms of political regimes.

The results of the study indicate a notable degree of volatility in the evolution of political regimes
within the selected countries, particularly in those experiencing incomplete or “never-ending’” political
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transitions. The situation in Ukraine illustrates that, despite significant efforts to reform and integrate
with Europe, the completion of democratic transitions is challenging due to internal political and insti-
tutional obstacles, as well as external challenges such as war. The study’s findings underscore the need
to re-examine traditional approaches to interpreting political transitions and to consider the possibility
that these transitions may remain perpetually incomplete. It is crucial to grasp the potential for the ad-
vancement of democratic institutions and practices in countries with hybrid regimes. Conducting this
analysis will enable to develop recommendations to reinforce democratic processes, particularly in the
context of Ukraine’s ongoing European integration. Furthermore, the Ukrainian case study demon-
strates that political transition can remain incomplete or ongoing for an extended period. This high-
lights the necessity for innovative approaches to analysis and policymaking among international part-
ners and national political elites.
