Promotion of Political Ideologies Regarding Ukraine During the War:
How to Use Previous Approaches in New Conditions?

The article deals with the promotion of ideological leverages by leasing Western states and integra-
tion associations, as well as the RF and its allies, regarding Ukraine during Ukrainian crisis. The tran-
sition to full-scale armed conflict makes the geological fight for Ukraine between these two collective
actors even more conceptual and fundamental in terms of its development and conclusion. The main
guestion is: whether it is worth to use previous approaches to promote ideological values regarding
Ukraine in the conditions of full-scale war. This problem is relevant both for Western concepts of
promoting liberal values and Russian ideological levers.

The main hypothesis implies that the promotion of external ideological values could be ineffective
in the conditions of a domestic political crisis in the recipient country caused by full-scale military
conflict. We consider Ukrainian crisis of 2013-2022 as s significant motivating factor that allowed
external actors to actively promote their ideological values regarding Ukraine. However, the condi-
tions for exporting ideological narratives with the beginning of full-scale military conflict in 2022-
2023 turned out to be unfavorable. This is true for both opposing sides in the war in Ukraine.

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The article consists of two parts: the first deals with the resources of democracy promotion regard-
ing Ukraine during the development of the Ukrainian crisis 2013-2022 and full-scale military conflict
of 2022-2023. The second is aimed at determining the Russian ideological resources that were in-
volved during this period and served as a conceptual framework for the Russian state’s foreign policy
strategy in the post-Soviet space.

It is concluded that the previous approaches for spreading of ideological influences lost their effec-
tiveness in the conditions of a full-scale war, since it was quite fair that “soft” instruments were weak-
er to “hard” ones in the matter of the geopolitical fight for Ukraine.
